John the Baptist, Jesus
forerunner, bore witness of Him. His enemies admitted that He was
the Son of God, and more than three thousand of those who
crucified Him later believe in Him and did His will. Jesus performed
miracles to show the people that He was from God. His
resurrection from the dead promised beyond all doubt that Jesus
was the Son of God.
